Hi RECOA members and friends, my story RE: motor cycling started at age

8 or 9 on the back of a BSA Bantam ridden by my older brother Terry. After

the initial terror had passed and the realisation that | had maintained bladder

and bowel control became evident, | was hooked. My first bike was a CB 250

Honda which | earned working as a roadie for one of the local up and coming
cover bands, I also picked up a few chords on the guitar. A funny story, when | went for my licence
the local constable chastised me for "riding that thing all over the place™ for the last year or so with
no licence, he then sent me down to the shops for a pack of Viscount and a box matches. By the
time | got back to the cop shop he had my licence written out for me, those were the days !

My next bike was a CB 750 Honda, the K2.
It was a hand me down from older brother
Terry, he had just picked up the new Kwaka
9 and no longer wanted the old slug ! The
K2 and | parted company one dark night on
a lonely country road after performing a
dissection on a 450kg hereford steer at
about 70mph. Next was the XS 750 D
Yammy, handled good, mid 13s in the
quarter mile but frankly it didn't satisfy my
need to get my hands dirty, all it required
was fuel and the occasional oil change. In
short, it ran like a swiss watch and | felt

a little redundant, albeit it as a back yard mechanic. Then along came the 860 GTS Duke, WHAT A
MACHINE, on a number of occasions we traversed the road from Melbourne to Brisbane, or visa-
versa, in 14 hours give or take. One of the very few bikes I've ridden that felt like it was stuck to the
road and no corner was too sharp. Then for something completely rural | went on to the XT 500
Yammy, it was around this time | met the love of my life Tina. Though we had many happy
adventures on the little thumpa, and as much fun as it was, the XT was missing something. Along
came the CB 900 Bol'd'or, this bike was our sole means of transport for many years, if we had to
cart it, it was on the bike or it didn't go ! As a twist the 900 wound up going to brother Terry when
we moved out west where the roos can do you real harm if you're not careful.

Now to the main topic, the 500 Bullet Delux. 1 first saw it in a shed covered by a tarp, it had sat this
way for almost four years after its owner had a stroke. The battery was a white furry mess and the
rubber gromets had perished but all in all she didn't look too bad so | made an offer, the owner
agreed it was reasonable, | bought a new battery for her, changed the oil, spark plug and fuel, then
after almost four years sitting under a tarp it took 3 or 4 kicks and away she went.

Also one
mechanical glitch, the hard facing came away from the inside of the rocker blocks and fouled the
bottom end bush. I can highly recommend Bob from the RACQ depot at Fernvale who just for the
love of old engines took the time one Saturday morning to re-assemble the crank for me and all it
cost was a carton of Crown which | helped him drink !

Only one hiccup after that was a rear tyre blow
out on the Brisbane Valley Highway one day
coming back from Ipswich. | might add here,
this is our first off in the twenty years Tina has
been my pillion. So with a few cosmetic
repairs our little "Tinny' as we have named her,
is back on the road again, which is where we
hope to meet you all one day soon. Until then
we hope you stay safe and have a tail wind no
matter where you travel, take care.
