Out to the Flat and Back!

After going to see the long suffering and
always helpful John and Nicole Vittorio at
Motociclo every day for a week beforehand to
make sure that my bike was in tip top shape |
headed off. Now | am not the most seasoned
rider but | was prepared for everything. The
whole of the first day was interspersed with
rain squalls and with all my rain gear and my
leather jacket underneath | swear | weighed
another 20kgs.

SPRAG CLUTCH WOES

I would like to hear from members who have had to replace the sprag clutch on their ES bikes and
have done the work themselves. Did the needle bearing disintegrate or was it just the sprag clutch
that had to be replaced using the old bearing? Please, | only want to hear from those that have
replaced the parts themselves. Simon, you can assist.

William

The first sprag to go it was the cage holding the needles that had collapsed, it had been in for about
3 years and the cage had just fallen apart, the journal the needle bearing ran on was fairly chewed
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out as well....it is more of a kidney bearing rather than a needle roller. The replacement from
Graham comes as a complete kit and | only had to use the old thrust washers from the old sprag
assembly.

Unfortunately that one had very poor metallurgy and the spur gear teeth on the outside of the sprag
were stripped from it in less than 6 days (most unusual). Graham had never seen it before but Alan
Hitchcock in England had seen a few. Anyway Graham came to the party (insert big plug here for
RE Aust) and sent a fresh replacement from India, it came all assembled including thrust washers
and circlip and was very well packaged and cable tied together.

There is no point trying to salvage bits of the old sprag clutch. The new one comes as a complete
assembly minus the shafts which you reuse, once you have removed the starter motor, clutch,
Primary chain, engine sprocket and alternator assembly.....be careful with the grommet for the
alternator wires going through the inner casing, | ripped mine. You will probably need a new gasket
for the back of the inner primary case and I also replaced the seal for the gear pedal shaft. Once the
inner is removed you can turn it over remove the cap head screws and remove the whole sprag
clutch assembly.

Make sure the new one goes in the same way as the old one comes out....as it only spins in one
direction. The new design ones have extra lubrication holes in the sides of the sprag to make them
last longer. And installation is the reverse procedure. Honestly the first one that stripped the teeth
off I thought it was my rough installation technique but it did work fine the first few times. The
bearing for that was still intact.

This new one | have had from Graham now is getting on 2 months old . In this time | have only
used the electric start not kick as want to be certain it’s a good one. It has worked for me every
time, the starter is rated at 1 hp and has some serious torque power. The worst of the job was
working on my knees on the shed floor (no bike lift) and farting around centralising my alternator
as it has heaps of clearance in the bolt holes.

Simon

So Simon, on the first occasion it was the needle bearing that let you down. Perhaps a needle
bearing is not the best option in this situation.

Unfortunately that one had very poor metallurgy and the spur gear teeth on the outside of the sprag
were stripped

And on the second occasion it was the teeth stripping from the gear that caused the problem.
Sounds like the gear was not correctly heat treated. Was it a genuine Royal Enfield part?
Thanks again, William

Both times the parts were supplied by Graham and came in RE packaging, the second one was in
far better packaging though (freshly arrived from India).

The gear is a sintered metal cast one made by powder metallurgy not a gear machined from a metal
blank. They probably had the pressure and heat settings wrong. The idler gear that is next to it
however is a proper spur gear machined from a metal blank.

For the price | paid for it | hope it was a genuine part Simon

So Simon, was it the sintered gear that stripped its teeth or the one machined from a blank?
William

It was the sintered one that stripped, and some of the stripped teeth jammed the other gear...l have
added 2 photos to Simon’s Folder showing the damage.
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I have included the arrangement diagram of the clutch in Simon’s folder.... parts 9 through to 12
come as 1 part. Gear 9 is the one that had the stripped teeth on it (previous photo). The starter motor
meshes with 7 and 12 meshes with 14. You are essentially correct. Simon

On Saturday heading over to Ants my Electra (with delay fitted) tried to fire on the first stroke with
a solid clunk . Is this the first sign of bad things to come? | hope not  Norm.

Why don’t you open the decompressor for the first few seconds that you press the starter button.
This will take the pressure off the starter and allow the flywheels to develop some inertia which will
make it easier for the engine to fire up. Its worth trying. William

Great idea but it's an Electra. It is quite a big deal to lift decomp .The only way you can do it safely
(to avoid breaking the lever which lifts pushrod - Henry in the UK says it's a good money

spinner for him) is to wind motor over until exhaust valve is lifted and lock it in place with lever on
the handgrip. The other method is to lift decomp lever with your right forefinger while locking it
into place with your left thumb on the left hand handgrip. Kinda messy ain’t it . This second method
is also prone breaking the shaft on the valve lifter . | don't think 1 am up to bump starting these days
Norm.

I have been thinking of how to fit a decomp lever that is long enough to give some leverage as the
current one is too short.  Jeff

Gotta be careful cause you will break the shaft through tappet cover plate . When | picked up my
bike (new) one of the questions | asked was" How does the decomp work ? " | was told "Don't
worry about it as it is only there for show - makes it look authentic " Not having a lot of joy kicking
it as | am not sure whether starter delay still makes it crank twice before it can fire .Sometimes it
will fire up other times might kick it 4/5 times then hit starter and it will fire instantly. A man my
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
