Hitchcocks are always developing and commissioning new products. Current
priorities include the development of customising kits for the EFI unit construction machines. A trials
kit and a caf@ racer kit are already available in our 2011 catal@ue and web site.

Tuning parts for the new EFI engine are under development. Already available is a 535cc big bore kit
(using a German made piston), free flowing exhaust systems and a DynoJet Power Commander unit,
allowing the user to re-program the on-board computer to take account of changes to the engine and
exhaust system. Other tuning parts for the EFI engine and improved cycle parts are near completion.
